1.   Emotion is no substitute for logic.

3.   The “editorial” begins with the question: “When is a public display of patriotic symbols appropriate?”  The answer is when it is legal. Your “editorial” goes on to ignore this fact and obscure the real issue, which is indicated in the last paragraph: “His [Mr. Snow’s] sign was vandalized twice.”
